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SEEING

“Where is God?” she asked.

“Where is God not?” her mother
replied.

“But I don’t see him anywhere,” she
replied with some sense of concern.

“On the contrary, God always sees you
and if you're looking the right way, you
will only see God.”

And that’s the truth—there is no place
God cannot be seen, if youre truly
looking to see God. I can think of
plenty of places I've felt close to God.
Chance and random occurrences when
I'm struck with the majesty and beauty
of God’s creation: during a beautiful
sunset, staring out across a SNOw-
covered valley from high atop a snowy
peak, in the first glimmer of life in the
eyes of a newborn child, or during the
opening notes played on our pipe
organ of a beloved hymn. I feel that
connection every time I walk into our
church. There is a holiness and a

peacefulness there.

I write to you today with thoughts of
God on my mind and in my heart. 'm
preparing to go away to the wilderness

and I cannot help but think of you. So

many of you have been away for so
long. Youre watching church online,
or doing other things you now find
yourself doing on Sunday mornings.
Do you still make time for God? Do
you still seek his presence? I want to
encourage you before I leave for a
while; God is everywhere. Remember
when you are doing all of those other

things to look for God.

To say things have been different here
at St. James would be a huge
understatement. Who would’ve ever
thought this would be in our future!
Yogi once said, “The future ain’t what
it used to be.” I think that’s how I feel
lately, but his words are actually sage
advice. Even though times change, the
future begins with a comparative look
to the past. For me it’s a reminder to
understand that even though things
change completely, my values should
never be compromised. I'm reminded
that God’s faithfulness remains true

even when you aren’t looking or seeing

God.

And yet, God always sees you.

Dear clergy, wardens, and lay leaders of churches without clergy,

One of the underlying intentions of The Book of Common Prayer is the sanctification of time. This is
manifested in the many collects in the prayerbook that hallow the events and moments of life. One of my

favorites is the collect for the time we just celebrated: Labor Day.

“Almighty God, you have so linked our lives one with another that all we do affects, for good or ill, all
other lives: So guide us in the work we do, that we may do it not for self alone, but for the common
good; and, as we seek a proper return for our own labor, make us mindful of the rightful aspirations of
other workers, and arouse our concern for those who are out of work; through Jesus Christ our Lord,
who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen”

Collect for Labor Day, the Book of Common Prayer, p. 261

“You have so linked our lives one with another that all we do affects, for good or ill, all other lives.”

I hold up that particular sentence for all of us, as we continue to make our way through this pandemic. What
we do affects, for good or ill, all other lives. What a powerful reminder to those of us who follow Jesus. That
we seek to live not just for self alone, but for the well-being of each other.

I hold this up as a word of encouragement for those of us who are worn out by it all. I hold it up as an appeal
for charity for those who are frustrated about wearing masks. I hold it up as a balm for those who are tired of
wearing masks, but will continue to do so, for the sake of our neighbor and the common good of our

communities.

While there are some encouraging statistical trends in parts of our diocese, the number of hospitalizations
due to COVID-19 infections is still at a critical level. As far as I can tell, this is true for every hospital in south
Alabama and northwest Florida. When that news is added to the ongoing potential of breakthrough cases to
those already vaccinated, the need for all to wear masks continues. Masks matter. Masks matter not just for
self alone. Masks matter for the common good. So let’s continue to ask our people to wear masks when
gathered in groups in our churches for a few more weeks. Let’s do so until September 20, 2021.
